The Hunt 
map shows the 
outline and 
orientation of the 
various structures 
created in the short 
time of the colony's 
occupation.



Step 1: The Structure

The earth-fast structure is 

of a crutch and beam style. 

The diagonal bracing adds 

strength and maintains its 

shape.

A door is left adjacent to 

the corner post.

A hearth would be added 

with a smoke hole in the 

roof gable.



Roof Structure

Rafter poles are pegged 

together then placed over 

the ridge beam.

Lower ends are pegged to 

wall plates.

Perlins will be lashed to 

rafters to receive 

thatching.

Gable ends will be left 

open to allow for smoke to 

be released



Step 2: Add Wattle

Wattle is woven around 

the vertical studs pegged 

into the main structure.

Wattle is easiest to install 

when of a small diameter 

and green for pliability.

Wattle found on the site 

consisted of pitch pine 

branches to approx. 1 inch 

in diameter.
